ARLO PARKS
We worked her debut studio album
Collapsed In Sunbeams which hit #1 on
the NACC 200 chart for 11 consecutive
weeks. While simultaneously hitting #1
on the NACC Next, Most Added,
Spinitron Top 50, and !earshot National
Top 50 Charts.

Weightless which was released as a
single on January 18th, 2023 was the
highest charting single of all time.
Spending 10 weeks at #1 on the NACC
Singles chart non-consecutively. 

Every single released so far from her
sophomore album have all been the
number one most added at college
radio.  



The Last Dinner Party
"Nothing Matters" saw 3,312 spins and
"Sinner" saw 300 spins. Also reach #9 on
the Year-End NACC Singles Chart.

The singles collectively were
added to a total of 121 stations!

“Sinner” reached #105 on NACC
Top 200 and #9 on NACC Top
Singles

Debut album Prelude to Ecstacy
spent 2 weeks at #1 NACC Radio

Chappell Roan
Her debut album “The Rise &
Fall  of A Midwest Princess” was
the #2 Highest Climber upon
release and reached #14 on the
NACC Top 200 and NACC Most
Added

15 stations included the album
on their Top 30 Charts,  with
highlights including core
stations KCSU in Ft Coll ins, FL
(#1),  KZSC in Santa Cruz, CA
(#15),  WRUR in Rochester,  NY
(#7),  and WUNH in Durham, NH
(#21)

The album was added to the
rotations of at least 149 stations
across North America. 

Tracked 593 spins off  the album
over the course of the
campaign.

Soccer Mommy is the first artist to ever
place a single inside the Top 10 of the
NACC 200!



 Zoon and their core member Daniel
Monkman were practically unknown
before releasing their first full-length
record, Bleached Wavves. 

Our radio campaign for Bleached Wavves
put the Anishinaabe musician on the map
as a budding shoegaze force.

The album peaked at #22 on the NACC
Top 200 Chart, #1 on NACC's Canada
Chart, and #1 on !Earshot's National Top
50 Chart!

$uicideboy$ broke the mold of
college radio and made a
splash on the charts while
doing it!



CHAI
The U.S. was blessed with CHAI's
sonics for the first time when we
worked their debut record, PINK.

Their second album, PUNK, was the
most-added record across North
America in its first week at radio
before peaking at #4 overall on the
NACC Top 200 Chart!

CHAI went from a group hardly
known outside of their home
country of Japan to an act with
almost half a million Spotify
monthly listeners (the majority of
which coming from outside of
Japan).
